1) This summer you read a variety of myths from Edith Hamilton’s Mythology.  One of the aspects of these myths we asked you to consider while reading was the attempt they make to explain life—nature, human behavior, etc.  With that in mind, please write a well-organized essay in which you discuss 2-3 myths and their attempt to explain some part of life.  How successful are they at their attempts?  
2) This summer, we asked you to read several selections from Edith Hamilton’s Mythology and to consider, among other things, the way these myths have influenced later works of art and culture.  In a well-organized essay, discuss the way 2-3 Greek myths have not only survived through the ages but have also influenced later cultures.  To what extent are these myths still relevant today?
3) Scenario: the School Board is reviewing the 10th-grade curriculum this year and has asked for student input on whether to continue teaching classical mythology.  Based on your reading this summer in Edith Hamilton’s Mythology, argue for or against the continuation of classical mythology in the curriculum.
