Artifacts


Museum exhibit

Museums are a wonderful way to showcase items/artifacts of significance to your novel.  Find objects that could symbolize important things, places, themes, conflicts, etc in your novel.  You may bring the objects in to arrange your exhibit, or online exhibits would be acceptable as well.  Your group will act as docents for the display.  You will script out your presentation, and “walk” the class through your exhibit.  

Written Products



Creative showcases (books, etc.)
Some books, etc. are able to deliver information in creative ways.  Groups could demonstrate their knowledge of plot, character, theme, etc. through words, pictures, and illustrations.  Creatively presenting your understanding of the novel is of key importance.  Examples could include magazines, travel guides, etc.
