Now that you have finished Tale of Two Cities, demonstrate a mature understanding of one big idea (i.e. major theme) of the novel.  To do this, create a 3-D Essay / multimedia presentation that does the following:

· Clearly addresses a big idea of the novel that we have discussed in class (e.g. the importance of studying the past through literature) 

· Is the equivalent of a multi-paragraph essay of literary analysis

· Uses ample quotes from the novel to support and develop analysis

· Cites one outside source (such as a website, documentary, or magazine article) to help develop analysis.

In the past, students have created newspapers, journals, sound tracks with liner notes, media guides, one-person theatrical performances, comic books, original art, and many other creative expressions that met the above requirements.

On Friday, May 21st, please bring a written proposal to class highlighting your plan for this project (specifically, how you will address the four bulleted points above in order to show your understanding of Tale of Two Cities).
